1. The scholarship is open to 

members of CWA Canada their 

children, grand-children, nieces 

or nephews, spouse / partner. 

2. Applicants must be enrolled or 
about to enter a full-time program 
at a government-recognized 

institution of higher learning or training 

(college, CEGEP, university or 

technical/vocational institute) and working 

toward a degree, diploma, or certificate. 
3. There are no restrictions on the program of 
study or discipline selected by the applicants. 
4. Applicants must be prepared to accept the 

scholarship in the year in which it is awarded; 

no deferrals are allowed. 
5. There is no limit to the number or value of 
other awards that the scholarship winner may 
hold.
